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Procedure — Leaving Shlichut country.

Goals

1. Defining boundaries, increasing coordination, synchronizing reporting, and defining
approving authority.
2. Creating a clear framework.

Procedure — Vacations, days off, sick days, and flights.

1. The date of the flight and departure for the service year will be determined in April — May

according to the community’s needs for August—September.

2. The time of the homeland visit will be determined according to the community’s needs and will
not last less than 14 days (gross). The homeland visit will last 14 days (gross) unless otherwise
specified by the community in advance according to the annual plan. The ShSh is obligated to
return to Israel for the homeland visit.

3. The end of the year of service will be determined according to the community’s needs; the end
of the year of service is when the ShSh will return by flight to Israel. It is impossible to extend a
stay—except in the case where it is specified otherwise by the community in advance
coordination and with the understanding that this extension takes place within the professional
framework of the service year and the community’s responsibility.

4. Each ShSh will be given at least one rest day weekly.

5. The ShSh will not leave the community (the local town) without prior coordination and with the
approval of the local supervisor and the agency’s security officer (a copy must be sent to notify the
regional JAFI representative). Failure to comply with this procedure is grounds for termination of
the ShSh. Upon arrival at the vacation destination and returning to the community, the local
supervisor and the agency’s security officer must be updated. Any change in the
flightzaccommodation, etc., must be reported.

6. If the ShSh wishes to visit a ShSh in another community, the supervisor’s approval in the host

community must be obtained.
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7. The ShSh will not leave the community (the local town) more than once a month and no more

than three days in a row on each departure (unless approved in writing by the supervisor). Do not

return/leave after 23: 00 - that is the time when you must be at the host family’s house/apartment.

Using any vehicle (community, rental car, host family, JAFI Uber) is prohibited during the

vacation.

8. The ShSh will be given sick days as needed but at most five days a month unless approved by

the local supervisor and written approval by a doctor.

Leaving Shlichut country.

1. A shinshin may not leave the borders of the country of mission from the beginning of the

service year until the end date.

2. A shinshin may leave the borders of the shlichut country only for one homeland (Israel)

visit scheduled at the beginning of the year and for the benefit of the activities of the

Jewish Agency - North American Conference, European Conference, Latin America

Conference.

3. Ifthere is a need to leave the shlichut country, the Shaliach will fill the security application

form and send an email to the coordinator in Israel.
